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Honored guests,

“Roma need to be educated”... for more than two decades we have been hearing this popular sentence from
politicians, international and nongovernmental organizations, especially in events celebrating the 8th of April.
“Mother tongue”... and not whatever other language comes to your mind now, but the significance and usage
of the Romani language as a mother tongue in all levels of education... now this is not so popular, is it? It might
be absurd to speak to you about mother tongue when today | will address you in Macedonian so you can all
understand me. | am aware of the danger of extinction of the Romani language, mostly because of the assimi-
lation practices used over the centuries and the disregard of the Roma community as a nation by the Europe-
an societies. Nevertheless, | am proud that my people managed to preserve the Romani language throughout
the centuries even though we do not have a homeland. We do not have a homeland and yet, the thoughts of
the average Roma are: “community, that is me" implying that every person carries their community and
culture in themselves, avoiding territorial pretensions.

If today the executive government, the legislature representatives, the judiciary representatives and all the
others decision making powers of this society, take into consideration the recommendations that we will refer
to today, | will be able to freely say that we have made a progress towards achieving the goals that our ances-
tors had set in the past. They fought to declare the 8th of April as the international Roma day to recognize the
plight of our people.

As we know, the European Commission’s reports confirm that the biggest progress, when it comes to Roma
integration has been done in the sphere of education. In the Republic of North Macedonia, Roma are being
targeted in three ways: educational policies targeting directly Roma, integrated policies targeting minority
populations and mainstream policies.

We are aware that in the last decade, the Roma Education Fund as a foreign donor in cooperation with the
State institutions, initiated and are currently implementing projects for the education of Roma in all levels of
education, from preschool to education for adults. It is for praise that part of these projects have become
systematic solutions and policies financed by the State. As an example, | will turn to the systematic solution
from 2016 by the Ministry of Education and Science to award scholarship to Roma high school and university
students. This systematic solution, as well as the hard work of the civil society organizations working in the
sphere of education, among them ‘Romaverzitas’, offering tutoring and mentoring support, influence the
yearly increase of the number of Roma who continue their education on a university level. They create profes-
sionals who are today present in the audience and address you from this talking booth, professionals who
unlike in the past, are ready to propose and bring solutions and policies for bettering the situation of Roma in
Macedonia. The decision makers have to acknowledge the existence of Roma willing to be included in the
process of creating mainstream policies in which they would include policies for Roma people, and does not
this decrease the gap between the citizens, contributing to actually achieve ONE SOCIETY FOR ALL.

Talking about one society for all...

.. the executive government is constantly promoting this concept which should allow a just approach towards
quality education for all, as well as guarantee the right of advancement of the usage of languages of all
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minorities promoting tolerance and coexistence. Unfortunately, this concept can still not target Roma and
place them in “ALL" because our country cannot create the necessary conditions for it.

There are a number of drawbacks which make the integration of Roma in Macedonia difficult, which we also
meet in the most progresses sphere, Education.

According to the data provided by the Ombudsman, the dropout rate of Roma children in the primary educa-
tion, from the 1st to the 9th grade in one generation, is a high 60%. Imagine, that is a lost generation which in
10 years could have been qualified and competent on the labor market, a generation which would have
contributed to the enhancement of the economy in this country.

| also must mention the possible abuse of the additional quota for admission to the university education by
non-Roma, where the institutions judging solely by a written statement for belonging to the Roma ethnic
minority allow non-Roma applicants to enroll to their desired university departments. Thus, the data shows an
increase of Roma university students, but only in the first year of studies, since later these “Roma students”
mysteriously disappear after using this affirmative action.

Furthermore, there are issues of school segregation and placement of Roma students in special schools,
alarming issues that have been highlighted in several consecutive reports of the European Commission.

Reports show that one of the reasons for placing Roma pupils in special schools is the lack of knowledge of
the Macedonian language, since in their homes these children use the Romani language. 80% of Roma in
Macedonia speak only Romanese, whereas the rest use the Macedonian, Albanian and the Turkish instead of
the Romani language. Roma pupils face difficulties in following the school curriculum in Macedonian which
consequently has a negative influence their success in school and leads to higher school dropout rates.
Moreover, the institutions deny their constitutional right to study in their mother tongue.

According to the last census in 2002, there is a substantial number of Roma in 14 municipalities. However,
Roma pupils have the possibility to choose the elective course “Language and culture of Roma” in 4 munici-
palities. This elective course is meant to be taught from the 3rd until the 9th grade, but how would pupils
study these course when there are still no curriculums or school books in Romani language from the 5th
until 9th grade?

The responsible bodies blame the Roma populations, stating that there are no competent professionals to
prepare the curriculum and teach the course. The blame falls on the Roma without them being provided condi-
tions to produce competent professionals.

If the call for book reviewers of the elective course “Language and culture of Roma” published by the Ministry
of Education and Science is analyzed, it can be noticed that the criteria are inadequate which obstruct the
process of creating books for this course and with that obstruct the flow of the course and the possibility of
pupils to study the course. The law for the use of languages does not target nor enhances the languages of
the minorities with a population lower than 20 % among which the Roma, and with that oversees their right to
education in their mother tongue in all levels of education.

All of the above mentioned reasons, starting from the disrespect for the rights of the Roma community to be
educated in Romani language from the beginning of their school enrollment, to the lack of department for
Roma language which would produce professionals on the faculties for Philology and Pedagogy in this
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country, all of this has a negative influence on the Roma identity and the further usage and affirmation of the
Romani language.

This leads towards the creation of a generation of Roma who speak the Albanian, Turkish and Macedonian
language, but not the Romanese, contributing to the extinction of the Romani language.

In the end | would like to point out, we the Roma want to contribute towards building the concept ONE SOCI-
ETY FOR ALL. But it is necessary to create a space in which we would all have the same starting point with
the rest of the citizens of the Republic of North Macedonia. All of us together have a lot of work to do and
we can build this concept together...

We can build it if there is a continuance of the current policies for education of Roma that have proven to be
successful. There is a need for systematic solutions of the well-developed models for progress in the
sphere of education which are implemented by the civil society organizations i.e. these models to be trans-
formed into state policies financed by the State.

ONE SOCIETY FOR ALL, among other things, is built through the establishment of a department for Romani
language of the faculties for Philology with which suitable conditions will be made for studying and affirming
the Roma language and at the same time, suitable professionals will be qualified to write and publish school
books and literature in Romani language.

ONE SOCIETY FOR ALL is built by enabling all citizens to get acquainted with the history and culture of the
Roma people that would contribute towards tolerance, respect and coexistence of all citizens, and isn't that
the beginning of the building of ONE SOCIETY FOR ALL so it can be Bahtalo 8 to April.

Bahtalo o 8to April!
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Dear Prime Minister, dear ministers, members of parliament, your excellences, ambassadors, representatives
from foundations, civil society sector, dear students, Roma sisters and brothers compatriots.

Today, | have an honor to address this event on the occasion of 8th of April - the international day of Roma

While the Roma elite celebrates today, ordinary Roma fears how to survive the next day, other ethnic commu-
nities are “generously” paying a tribute to our holiday, while the institutions continue to disregard the fact that
Roma are citizens of the Republic of North Macedonia.

Honoured guests, today we do celebrate, but unfortunately the situation of our community is different.

Today for me personally 8th of April is not a happy day because according to the report by the Ombudsman
out of 1276 institutions, 1040 do not have a single Roma employee. The equitable representation is not at a
satisfactory level at both levels in employment and managerial positions.

Roma who have finished elementary or secondary education occupy positions in the heavy industry or
perform hygiene maintenance or general labour jobs in the institutions. On the other hand, non-Roma who
have finished the same level of education have more opportunities . Thus, the employment representation
show that Roma occupy 1.3% out of the forecasted 2.6%, i.e. out of 1715 institutional workers more than 900
are employed into communal hygiene companies while the rest of the employed work as janitors and techni-
cal maintenance personnel and only a small number, less than 100 people work in the public administration.

Roma are the last of ethnicities that are represented in the managerial positions despite the fact that we are
the fourth ethnic group in the country. In terms of managerial positions 80% belong to Macedonians, 14% to
Albanian, 2.1% Serb, 1.2% Turks, 1% Vllachs, 1% Others, 0.6% Bosniak while the Romani occupy only the 0.2%
of managerial positions from the total managerial positions in the public administration

8th of April is not a happy day because the balancer instead of improving the equitable representation, it
endangered the status of the Roma community. After its initiation, the balancer has lowered the employment
rate of Roma. In order to employ a Roma there have to be a 100 new job positions, in which the positions
from the larger ethnic communities must not be jeopardized, instead of following the principle of priority, or
as in this case - unequitable representation.

In the past, the argument that we do not have educated cadres was used, nowadays, on a yearly level there
are around 250 secondary school graduates, more than 80 students enrolled in first year at university and 30
students in average graduate at universities, all of whom await their first employment. Due to the politics in
the past still dominating today, these young Roma are made to leave the country instead of being employed,
made to search their better life in the European Union as underqualified or unqualified workers

Selective circumstances navigate the public sector. The institutions where the majority of management
belongs to Macedonians and Albanians, the representation of the other ethnicity is very low, nearly nonexis-
tent. This can be witnessed from the report presented by the Ombudsman. It states that institutions in institu-
tions where the manager is Macedonian the managerial and labour employees in institutions are mostly
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Macedonians, a state which mirrors Albanian managers and their employees. Since managerial positions for
Roma are practically nonexistent, there is no employment for Roma.

Certainly this state does not lead towards tolerance and coexistence in the Republic of North Macedonia.
Taking into account the above mentioned facts we emphasize that equitable representation is the basis for
constitutionality, a balance between the number of employed people and ethnic belonging. Only such a
balance can lead to a multiethnic society, strengthening the trust of the people as well as disposing of all
prerequisites for discrimination on the basis of ethnicity.

Honoured guests, we will celebrate 8th of April if the government by 2020 fulfills at least 2% of equitable
representation of Roma in institutions.

We will celebrate this day when Roma population will not only be technical personnel in the institutions includ-
ing the parliament, but also be civil servants, managers and leaders. We expect to see Roma not only as part
of the existing ministries but also an integral part of the new Ministry of the Political System and Inter-Eth-
nic Relations in the spirit of the Ohrid Framework Agreement, the One Society For All concept and the multi-
ethnic democracy in North Macedonia.

We will celebrate April 8 when our country will not depend on foreign donations to solve Roma community
issues and when from the current allocation of 11 euros per Roma citizen will double the budge to solve the
problems of the Roma community.

Due to the long-lasting injustice towards our community, the state should raise Roma issue as its priority in
the state agenda. If this goal is not met, our community will forever stand apart and the social disparity will
increase which may reflect negatively the cohesion in the country.

In the end, | would like to send a message from this platform to every government member. Roma are citizens
in this country, but their ‘life in Macedonia’ has not started yet. Our community regards ‘life’ as appropriate
housing, access to drinkable water and proper asphalt roads, access to employment and better education,
our mother tongue being protected from extinction and equitable representation in public administration.
When all the above mention turns to reality, only then will | believe in a ‘life in Macedonia’ and its One Society
For All concept. Only then will we be prepared to enter the EU because we will create the EU at home.

Honoured guests,

Today we celebrate the 29th anniversary of the International Roma Day, officially proclaimed during the
Fourth Romani World Congress in Serock, Poland. This internationally acknowledged day is not a day for
organising ball dances, faking smiles or making empty promises. It is the day to raise the awareness of the
problems faced by the Roma population across the globe. As a matter of fact, we should talk about it not only
today, but at any convenient occasion. My daily task is to speak about the injustice my people face and to
give voice to my brothers and sisters who are not able to do so themselves because of their constant struggle
for basic survival. Therefore, with a hope in my heart that today | will be heard by the very people who possess
the power to create changes through policy making, | will present my mission here, on this platform, instead
of a courtroom.

It is a known fact that the Roma population has remained the most discriminated ethnic minority in the coun-
try and Europe. Everybody, even the Prime minister is well aware of it. Unfortunately, this declarative aware-
ness, the EU and the UN reports, all the constitutional and legal guarantees as well as the thousands of imple-
mented projects and continual inclusion programmes have not led to any significant advancement of the
living conditions of the most vulnerable among us. Every single day we are subjected to the most blatant
violations of our human rights starting from segregation in primary and secondary schools, discrimination in
restaurants and swimming pools to the point of demolition of our homes by bulldozers before the eyes of our
children. We are being discriminated even by those we least expect it from, such as judges, prosecutors and
lawyers. It is a high probability that somewhere out there while | stand here speaking in front of you, our fellow
Roma citizen is being sentenced to life in prison without sufficient evidence to the crime, without any lawyer
or a Roma language translator. Even when in slightest suspicion of a committed crime, our personal data is
being taken out into the public eye in every written and electronic media in large bold font. If one of us truly
commits a criminal act, the blame consistently transfers to the collective Roma community.

We, the Roma, are eternally deprived of presumption of innocence and are continually considered guilty of any
wrongdoing. | say Roma but actually we are seen as Cigan, because Roma is just the politically correct term.
Am | mistaken, Prosecutors? We receive criminal charges for public disorder on our home addresses even
when our own personal life order and peace has been disturbed through excessive police and military use. We
knew very little about the Law on Amnesty, so those who really didn't deserve it actually got absolved. | do not
even want to start talking about what Roma experience inside prison facilities. Segregation behind bars!
Roma alongside Roma in a single cell, or some Albanian so as not be so obvious. How our dearly departed
Andrias, Erdal, Sutkie and Bekim served and died there only their parents know. May they all rest in peace!

Therefore, after losing hope of receiving any justice in our country, we decided to search for it outside Mace-
donian borders. We do not use our own personal funds for that, of course, because such a procedure can
easily cost 2000-10000 euro. Owing to the legal organisation | am a part of, the European Roma Rights Centre,
and a small number of local organisations working pro-bono, Strasbourg have become our most visited desti-
nation. Only there did we receive any justice in the legal proceedings of Jasar, Eminov, Dzeladinov and
Sulejmanov, with the proceedings of the Redjepov family, Useinov, Dzeladin, Abazov and many more still in
motion for having been wrongfully convicted in our country.
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When the MPs of this country approved the new Law on Prevention and Protection against Discrimination
approximately a month ago, we started hoping that the barriers towards justice would finally fall. Then, the
Public Prosecutor’s office brought another shameful decision legitimizing the use of ethnic insults aimed at
our nation. Honoured prosecutors, ECHR’s Article 10 (on freedom of expression) does not protect hate
speech towards minorities! The term Cigan is a racial offence to the entire Romani population in this coun-
try, to our ancestors and our language which does not recognise the terms Cigan,Cigani,cigansko, but we
say: “Me sem Romani/Rom”. Unfortunately, this is not the last insult hurled at us. We are collectively charac-
terised as a ‘deviant presence’, somebody who does not show respect neither towards God nor laws, people
who hate animals and torture them. These statements represent a clear expression of what the Council of
Europe considers antigypsyism/anticiganizam i.e. specific form of racism targeted towards Roma, Sinti,
Travellers and others who are stigmatized as ‘gypsies/cigani’ in the public imagination. Prosecutors, are
you aware that the freedom of expression is not absolute? It allows restrictions necessary in a democratic
society to protect the reputation and the rights of others.

The previous month the Court in Bitola reduced the compensation of our brother who had been denied
entrance at the public swimming pool. We are being called black as olives and they think we would get satis-
fied by a simple apology? The judges say that we need to forgive each other. Are we in a courtroom or on a
mass? So, instead of such cases of discrimination, hate and violence to be sanctioned, they receive the green
light from the ones whose mission is to bring justice and equality. What is the use of the Constitutional
Preamble guaranteeing civil equality and coexistence of the Macedonian people alongside Albanian, Turkish,
Vlachs, Roma and other nationalities living in the Republic of North Macedonia? Why does the Committee for
Protection against Discrimination exist when its opinions remain only a simple text on a piece of paper? This
is a Committee which does not have any Romani member. Dear Committee members, if your objective is to
promote equality, then start within your own membership. Please, do not use the same excuse of the nonexis-
tence of educated Romani. Here we are, you can see us. Inside courthouses and prosecution offices there are
Roma people, yes, but they are either the prosecuted ones or hygiene maintenance workers. We cannot see
them working as judges, judicial associates, public prosecutors or lawyers. The greatest success we have
achieved is marked with the number 1 in each respective field, such as one Roma judge, one Roma deputy
Ombudsman, one lawyer, one MP from Independence Day till present day.

‘I have a dream that my four little children will one day live in a nation where they will not be judged by the
colour of their skin, but by the content of their character, the great Martin Luther King said once. 51 year after
the death of the legendary King, | have the same dream for my children in my homeland.

We are all aware that renaming our country’s name does not unequivocally mean entering the EU. It is neces-
sary to do some hard work and carry out serious reforms. By talking here in front of you today, all of us young
Roma people have tried to provide you with some recommendations which path to take in order to carry them
out. Consider them as nothing more than being constructive. My main recommendation to you is to provide
an equal employment of Roma legal professionals into the judicial system and generally in the field of
justice! All of those piled up legal cases against the state at the court in Strasbourg speak of the fact that our
judicial system is still in its infancy to be able to recognize and sanction the cases of discrimination against
the Roma people. Furthermore, educate the judges to be able to recognise discrimination against the Roma,
make it mandatory for them to participate on such events and they should get sanctioned if their verdicts
contradict the Strasbourg case-law. We demand from you to start enforcing the new Law on Prevention and
Protection against Discrimination right now! Only then you will you prove that this government'’s priority is
justice. The most important thing you will leave from here with today is being conscious that we, the young
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Roma intellectuals, will meticulously monitor your actions and react against each injustice but also support
your initiatives towards better future. That's because, both You and us hold the responsibility for creating a
better society for the Roma, a better society for all.
